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Honorary Degree Recipient: Ray DiPasquale
Raymond M. DiPasquale (born August 1949 in 
New York – died April 2024 in Massachusetts), 
served as the Seventh President of Massasoit 
Community College from August 2021 until his 
passing.  A longtime higher education leader with 
ties across the Northeast, President DiPasquale 
was regarded by peers, colleagues, and friends as 
a thoughtful, determined leader with a passion for 
helping students find success in their education 
and future.

During his tenure at Massasoit, President 
DiPasquale led the College through the second 
year of the COVID-19 pandemic and worked to 
strengthen relationships internally and externally.  
He launched several major projects at the College, 
including a $50 million renovation and the 2024-
2029 Strategic Plan.

Before joining Massasoit, he was the President 
of Clinton Community College in Plattsburgh, 

New York from 2017-2021, where he helped 
stabilize finances and oversaw $28 million in 
capital projects.  Previously, President DiPasquale 
served as the fourth President of the Community 
College of Rhode Island for 10 years.  While he was 
president, CCRI enrolled a near-record-setting 
number of students, was re-accredited, and grew 
its academic offerings.  He concurrently served as 
the Commissioner of Higher Education in Rhode 
Island from 2010 through 2013.

In the decades before becoming a highly respected 
community college president, he held several 
administrative posts across a wide range of 
areas including athletics; student life; public 
relations and advancement; and admissions and 
enrollment.  His career included time at Middlesex 
Community College and Springfield Technical 
Community College in Massachusetts as well as at 
SUNY Brockport.

President DiPasquale could never stress 
enough the importance of community and civic 
engagement, and he himself served in a number 
of volunteer and elected roles throughout his 
career, including stints on the Springfield School 
Committee, City Council, and as the Chair of the 
Hampden County Commission. He narrowly lost 
the Springfield mayoral election in 1991.

President DiPasquale was awarded a number 
of honors during his life, including an Honorary 
Doctor of Humane Letters bestowed by the New 
England Institute of Technology. He was most 
proud of the scholarships established in his honor 
at several of his former colleges. A new scholarship 
was established in his honor at Massasoit on 
May 20, 2024.

President DiPasquale often spoke of his experience 
losing his father at a young age and never planned to 
attend college, but he was encouraged by family to 
pursue a degree at Arkansas Tech University where 
he earned a Bachelor of Science in 1971. His first 
job after college was an appointment as Director of 
Recreation and Parks in Gorham, New Hampshire. 
In 1977, he earned a Master of Science from 
Northeastern University before embarking upon a 
higher education career that spanned 45 years.

Commissioner Pamerson O. Ifill
Keynote Speaker

Pamerson Ifill, former Chair of the Massasoit 
Board of Trustees, is the 10th Commissioner 
of the Massachusetts Probation Service and 
the first Black commissioner in the Probation 
Service’s 146-year history.

Commissioner Ifill is a proud graduate of 
Massasoit Community College, where he not 

only earned his first degree, but also met his wife, Kulnathee, another Massasoit 
student, and Ida Cerezo O’Donnell, his life-long friend and mentor. First 
immigrating to the United States as a Golden Gloves champion boxer, he earned 
a bachelor’s degree from Stonehill College and a master’s degree from Brandeis 
University. He began working as a juvenile probation officer and worked his 
way up the ranks during his 30-year career to become a Chief Probation Officer, 
Regional Supervisor, Deputy Commissioner, and in November 2023, he was 
sworn in as Commissioner. Commissioner Ifill is a national leader in the criminal 
justice field and currently sits on the board of the American Probation and 
Parole Association.

Clantha McCurdy, Ph.D. 
Senior Deputy Commissioner, 
Access & Student Financial Assistance
Representative of the Board of Higher Education

Dr. McCurdy oversees the Commonwealth’s 
Office of Student Financial Assistance. 
She is responsible for managing the state’s 
annual budget for scholarships, grants, loans, 
and tuition waivers and advises the Board 

of Higher Education on statewide financial aid policy and related student 
services initiatives. She also has chief responsibility for other statewide 
initiatives, including GEAR UP, and the Police Career Incentive Pay Program. 
She represents the DHE on numerous national, regional, and state boards and 
committees and has received numerous citations and awards for her leadership 
and service.

Tara Gully-Hightower, Ph.D.
Faculty Speaker

Dr. Tara Gully-Hightower is the Senior 
Special Programs Coordinator and director 
of Participatory Action Research (PAR) at 
Massasoit Community College. She is a 
dedicated, collaborative leader and educator, 
committed to community research, social 
justice, human rights, equity, and excellence 
in teaching. She conducts PAR with Massasoit students, focusing on building 
collaborative relationships within institutions and the broader community, 
as well as implementing policy change informed by student-curated 
recommendations. She strives to be a champion of Student Voice and provides 
instruction in critical race theory & liberation pedagogy. She holds a Ph.D. in 
urban education leadership and policy studies from UMass, Boston. She earned 
an M.A. in English, as well as an M.Ed. in Teaching and Curriculum from 
Harvard University, and her B.A. in English is from Brandeis University.

Odair Silvestre
Student Speaker

Odair is graduating this spring with a 
degree in culinary arts and a certificate in 
food production. A native of Brockton, he 
exemplifies our active and engaged student 
scholars. This past year, he served as the 
President of the Culinary Hospitality Club - 
where he was a common sight in the dining 
hall selling delicious treats with his peers to raise money for the club. He was a 
recipient of a 2024 Massasoit Key Award - the College’s highest honor for service 
- in recognition of his leadership, satisfactory academic progress, and unselfish 
contribution to this College and the Community. After graduating, he plans to 
enter the culinary workforce to continue to hone his skills, and intends on one 
day becoming a registered dietitian nutritionist.

The Academic Procession and Regalia

The academic procession is one of the oldest traditions of colleges throughout the world. In medieval Europe, the ordinary dress of 
the university scholar, whether student or teacher, was the dress of the cleric, including a long gown and, often in cold weather, a 

cloak with a hood which could be pulled up and over the head for cover and protection.

Although fashions have changed since the 16th century, scholars of the post-medieval period have retained the academic attire. 
Eventually, the attire was prescribed by university statutes to distinguish the different faculties and degrees-of-learning. The 

associate, bachelor, master, and doctoral gowns differ stylistically in cut and decorative motif.

The colorful hoods, which indicate fields of learning and the institutions conferring the degree, were originally worn over the head, 
but during the 16th century caps were adopted and the hood was draped over the shoulder.

A long tassel, attached to the middle part of the top of the cap, drapes over the left edge of the mortar board. The tassel may be 
black, gold, or the color appropriate to the academic field or level of achievement.

An Intercollegiate Code has been adopted to represent the different departments of learning and has set forth the standards for 
academic dress in the United States. The hoods are lined with the official colors of the college from which the wearer received his or 

her highest degree, while the collar of the hood denotes the academic subject area in which the wearer majored. 
These colors are assigned according to the following scheme:
